ear Residents:  
 
Shortly after I was elected Mayor, I had the opportunity to examine in depth the City of 

Westminster financial condition. Using our new automated financial system, it was possible to 
analyze information over a ten year period.   In reviewing the financial trends from 2001-2009, we 
looked at how well our current revenues cover our current expenses.  The City of Westminster has 
been on a downward trend from 2002 through 2009. 
 
The second trend I would like to review is per capita measures demonstrating the financial 

characteristics of the City over time.  Expenditures per capita have almost doubled over the last 10 year period, 
averaging $247.  Revenues have increased 23% over that same period, averaging $742 per capita.  Long term debt 
is currently trending downward with the average per capita for the 10 year period at $815. In reviewing these trends, 
it is clear that the use of one-time only and special purpose funds have been used to balance the budget.  However, 
cash and investments have been reduced from over $8M in 2000 to $2M in 2009. 
 
The nationôs current dismal economic situation just makes an already bad situation worse. 
 
What does all this mean?  As the economic situation grew worse over the past three years, the City of Westminster 
has taken actions to help alleviate the disparity between revenues and expenditures and to scale down the size of 
the government.  These measures have included: 
 

¶ Staff layoffs, reductions and hiring freeze  

¶ No merit  or cost of living increases 

¶ Modified employee benefit packages 

¶ Increased employee contribution to health care plan 

¶ Deferred Capital Improvement Projects 

¶ Delayed purchase of cars, trucks and other equipment 

¶ Limited conferences, tuition assistance and training to mandatory attendance 

 
I presented a balanced budget to the Common Council on April 12.  You will note that the budget is $1.2M less that 
the FY2010 budget. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
There are few increases contained in this budget. Other than increases in health care, pension costs and operating 
costs, only one contractual position in technology services will be converted into a permanent position.

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What is more important is what is not included in this budget. 
There are no merit or cost of living increases for employees, 
no vacant positions refilled, no reserve fund established, and 
no CIP projects, which totaled almost $3.5M for FY 2011 
alone. 
 
These priority CIP projects include: 

¶ $1.6M for street milling and overlay for streets 

rated ñdeplorableò 

¶ $700,000 for replacement vehicles and 

equipment 

¶ $211,000  in technology improvements 

¶ $175,000 in repairs and renovations to City 

buildings 

¶ $855,000 in storm drain repairs and renovations 

 
In addition to this amount, in the six years covered in the CIP, 
the need for capital improvement funds for additional storm 
drain repairs and renovations, street lighting, repairs and 
replacement of public works equipment, repairs and 
renovations on the Longwell Building and maintenance and 
improvements of City owned parks will total an astonishing 
$17.5M! 
 
In looking at the projected revenue picture for the next three 
years, the best case scenario is that our revenues remain flat.  
They are clearly not going to increase as rapidly as our 
expenditures will increase. 
 
After studying this financial picture, the Finance Committee 
and I concurred that it is critical we deal with the delayed 
capital improvements to our infrastructure in the City.  The 
longer we delay in repairing our infrastructure the more it 
costs.  Delayed maintenance on storm drains can lead to 
major disasters like the Green Street sinkhole.  This costs far 
more to repair than repairing the storm drain before it 
collapses.  Some of our streets are in bad shapeðif you have 
driven on Uniontown Road or Bond Street or a number of 
other streets lately, you donôt need me to point this out to you.  
Our parks, ball fields and trails are utilized from dawn to dusk 
and need constant maintenance to keep them in playing 
condition.   
 
As long as I have been on the Council and serving as Mayor, 
we have been putting off this crisis.  I think the time has come 
to deal with this problem for once and all.   
 
Reluctantly and with great reservation, therefore, I 
recommended to the Common Council that we levy an 
additional tax of 19 cents dedicated to fund critical capital 
projects.   

 
For the owner of a property with an assessed value of 
$250,000, this means an increase of $475 per year.  I realize 
these are tough times for all of our residents--they are also 
tough times for governments having to maintain services as 
tax revenues are flat or decreasing and aid from other levels of 
government becomes more and more scarce.

Top 10 Reasons to Grow a Garden 

1. Save Money: The average family 
can save about $500 per year on 
groceries by planting and 
maintaining an average garden.  
 
2. Fresh Produce Tastes Better: 
Ever notice the difference in taste 
between a fresh home-grown 
tomato and a tomato bought at the 
supermarket? 
 
3. Exercise: All the bending and 
lifting involved in maintaining a 
garden, from planting seeds to pulling weeds can really have a 
positive impact on overall health. 
 
4. Get More Nutrients: From the time produce is picked off 
the plant to the time it is eaten, nutrients are lost. The fresher 
fruits or vegetables are, the more nutrients they provide. 
 
5. Save Time: Growing a garden does not have to take up the 
entire summer. A few minutes a day can go a long way toward 
producing an amazing amount of fruits and vegetables.  
 
6. Teach Children with the Garden: Children love to know 
where things come from, especially food. What easier way to 
show a child where green beans come from than to show 
them the plant the green beans are growing on? 
 
7. Keep Children Healthy: Children are more apt to eat 
something when they are given the opportunity to help grow 
their food. 
 
8. Save the Environment: Most produce found in a 
supermarket is not organically grown and many chemicals are 
used to help the food grow.  
 
9. Increase Your Home's Value: Certain well-established 
perennials can increase the value of a home; blueberry 
bushes and grape vines are excellent examples of edible 
perennials. 
 
10. It Is Easy: An amazingly productive garden can sustain a 
family with very little actual work done. Gardening is not back-
breaking labor, but a fun activity the whole family can enjoy! 

By expanding our tree limb collection 
service to include Christmas trees 
during the month of January, the City 
has enough material to create mulch 
for City properties, with some to 
spare. Our Public Works Department 
estimates that they can make over 

200 tons of mulch each year from the Christmas trees and 
other tree limbs ñdonatedò each year. Nationally, ñTreecyclingò 
programs are sprouting up in communities everywhere. Trees 
that were once destined for the landfill (at a cost of $60/ton) 
are now taken to a central location and fed through machinery 
to make mulch. In Westminster, the Public Works Department 
uses the mulch to maintain landscaping in our public spaces.  
 
For something so simple, mulch adds tremendous value to 
your landscape. It insulates the soil and plant roots from tem-
perature extremes, protects soils from compaction, allows wa-
ter to infiltrate the ground slowly, and decomposes to add vital 
nutrients and porosity to the soil. Besides that, it looks a lot 
better than bare dirt! 

Tree-Cycling in Westminster 

The City has been notified that it will be recertified as a Mary-
land PLANT Community for the eighteenth year. This certifica-
tion from the Maryland Urban and Com-
munity Forestry Committee acknowl-
edges the Cityôs commitment to being 
actively involved in urban and community 
forestry. 
 
The Master Gardenerôs spring lecture 
series for 2010 includes sessions on composting, ornamental 
trees and shrubs, edible gardens, and shade loving plants.
